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WORD AT THE BEGINNING

Faculty of Law of the University in East Sarajevo on October 30, 2021
hosted at its seat in Pale the jubilee tenth Scientific Conference to mark the
Day of the Faculty of Law with a rather overarching theme: ,,Contradictions of
the Contemporary Law*. Owing to its fierce determination, a small in number
but immensly enthusiastic team of faculty members succeeded in continuing
tradition they hold very dear to them for a number of scientific and social
reasons, among which stands out a desire to contribute to professional and
collegial liasion of scholars and legal practitioners from as many countries and
legal systems as possible. Cooperation rather than separation and isolation;
Confronting views on the same issues in an atmosphere of shared appreciation
and respect promotes better understanding and closer collaboration. This tenth
Scientific Conference has once again confirmed these facts.

The Conference was held in the shadow of worrysome presence of
Covid-19 i.e. coronavirus, but with hope that its impact is finally becomming
reduced, hence the combined working model: some authors took part in the
Conference in person, while others participated on-line from their homes
or workpaces, whichever of the two models they found more cenvenient.
Holding this Conference, thus, hinted waning in effect, sway and danger of
covid-19, which was encouraging for us all and signalled a return to normal
university-like way of working.

Faculty of Law did not stand alone in face of a challenge of organizing a
jubilee tenth Scientific Conference. The following organizations contributed
to this undertaking: International Union of Lawyers based in Moscow,
European Public Law Organization based in Athens, Institute of Comparative
Law based in Belgrade, Institute of Criminological & Sociological Research
based in Belgrade, Serbian Fiscal Society based in Belgrade (national branch
of International Fiscal Association) and Serbian Association for Legal
Theory and Practice based in Belgrade. Evidently, an encouraging number
of institutions from abroad showed, to our tremendous satisfaction, that this
scientific gathering is highly appreciated outside Republic of Srpska and
Bosnia and Herzegovina.

One hundred and thirty seven authors and co-authors from 15 countries
(Russia, Italy, Germany, Romania, Hungary, Bulgaria, Greece, Austria,
India, Peru, Serbia, North Macedonia, Croatia, Monetengro and Bosnia and
Herzegovina with authors from both Republic of Srpska and Federation of
Bosnia and Herzegovina) took part in work of the Conference, presenting 118
papers in Russian, English, Italian Serbian, Croatian and Bosnian language.

The following pages of this Collection of Papers from the Scientific
Conference ,,Contradictions of Contemporary Law* printed in three volumes
on around 1.650 pages features 80 articles written by 92 authors and co-
authors from 12 countries (Russia, Italy, Germany, Romania, Hungary,

The views and ideas put forward in these articles will not only
help in understanding certain theoretical views, legal insitutes and legal
situations but also contribute to resolving a constitutional, administrative,
international, civil, criminal or business legal issue.

Therefore, with an overwhelming joy of those who after an ardous
work harvest the fruits of their labor, we hand over to the scientific and
expert public this Collection of Papers: ,,Contradictions of Contemporary
Law*. Whether prospective readers may have a word of praise or a word
of criticism for our work, we would gladly hear it. Word of praise to make
us proud of our work, and a word of criticism to help us make the next
scientific conference even better than the previous one.
