INTRODUCTORY WORD

The signing of the General Framework Agreement for Peace in Bosnia
and Herzegovina, twenty seven years ago, first in Dayton, on 21 November
1995, and then officially in Paris, on 14 December 1995, are the most im-
portant dates in the second half of the 20th century for the peoples, national
minorities, and the citizens in Bosnia and Herzegovina. This event opened
a door for the ending of the civil war and the establishing of peace. It gave
the chance for survival of Bosnia and Herzegovina as a political and state
community, and gave the hope that this chance is going to be accomplished
in the interest of all in the Republika Srpska, the Federation of Bosnia and
Herzegovina, and in Bosnia and Herzegovina as a community of two enti-
ties, three constituent peoples, and those citizens who do not belong to any
constituent people.

Such an incontestable significance of this complex international agree-
ment influenced our decision to dedicate the scientific conference, organized
in East Sarajevo in 2015, to this agreement, and to call the authors with
different views on its value to express their attitudes, and to evaluate its
elements and achievements.

The General Framework Agreement for Peace in Bosnia and Herzegov-
ina has been the object of contradictory appraisals in very wide range. Some
authors have completely positive attitude toward it, while the others are very
critical. However, its most important value is that Bosnia and Herzegovina
»lives* thanks to it more than a quarter of century, and it is very hard even to
imagine at this moment any other tenable alternative to it.

This Collection of Papers includes also papers which do not directly
deal with the General Framework Agreement for Peace in Bosnia and Her-
zegovina or the legal system which is based on it. The authors of these pa-
pers deal with the positive legal systems of the neighboring states. These
papers are valuable contribution to the understanding of the modern law,
and for Bosnia and Herzegovina they are particularly important from the
comparative perspective.

I take this opportunity to thank to all the authors for cooperation, with
the hope that their valuable contributions will be read and cited.

I also take the opportunity to thank to the City of Bijeljina, where the
department of our faculty functions for almost a quarter of century, and to its
Mayor Mr. Mic¢o Mic¢i¢, whose financial contribution significantly enabled
publishing of these Collection of Papers.
