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INTRODUCTORY WORD

The Collection of Papers entitled The Relationship Between the Law in
the Region and the European Union Law is the result of the endeavour of the
Faculty of Law, University of East Sarajevo, as well as plenty of prestigious
university professors and teaching assistants from five states of the region, to
contribute to understanding of the relationship between the legal systems of
the former Yugoslav republics and the European Union law, and to point to the
problems in functioning of these legal systems.

We publish 67 papers in the Collection of Papers, whose authors analyze
different issues from a number of legal disciplines. On one hand, the authors
analyze particular institutes of the European Union law as well as the European
Union institutions. In this way, they considerably contribute to development of
the knowledge of our academic community, which still lacks enough knowledge
about these issues. The analysis of the European Union law often contains a
comparative element for it is based on the comparison of the European Union
law and the legal systems of the neighbouring countries. The aim of these
papers is not to promote one-sided attitudes towards the institutions and the law
of the European Union, but to facilitate understanding of their strengths and
deficiencies. Scientific value of the papers arises from this fact.

On the other hand, particular institutes of the legal systems of the region
have been analyzed in the papers. These analyses are valuable for they enable us
to understand the problems of the essence and functioning of the legal systems.
Indirectly, these papers also contribute to the analysis of the relationship
between the legal systems in the region and the European Union law for they at
least implicitly point to commonalities and differences of the legal regulation
of particular institutes.

Some states of the region have already become members of the European
Union, while the others strive to join it as soon as possible. Preparing the
Collection of Papers, our attention has not been to promote either affirmative
or negative attitudes towards the accession process, but to let the authors to
express different opinions on the very accession process, as well as its legal
preconditions and consequences. We have intended to stimulate scientific
discussion which would not be burdened with ideology and politics. The authors
of the papers in the Collection of Papers take different, even opposite, attitudes
towards the European Union, its law and institutions, as well as particular
institutes of the legal systems in the region. Argumented presentation of the
authors’ own attitutes has always been our main objective. We hope that we
have not betrayed it and that we have contributed to scientific exploration of the
issues presented in the Collection of Papers.
